
 

 

 

NMSU ACAGE Board of Directors Minutes 

Teleconference – April 18, 2008 @ 2:30-3:30 pm MDT 

 

1. Welcome and Introductions - President Paz 
 

CE Dept Office Attendance: Jerry Paz (President), Ricardo Jacquez (Treasurer),  
   Conrad Keyes (Membership & Initiation Chair), Lydia Madrid (CE Dept) 
Via outside call-in: John Burkstaller (Past President and Nominating & Awards Chair),  
   Lisa Webster, Loretta Reyes, Bob Evetts 
Absent: Mike Hightower (Student Affairs), Dan Knorr (Financial Affairs) 

 
2. Status of Ken White Professorship, et al. – Fundraising Strategy – Patricia Sullivan  
 
The Ken White Professorship donations totaled $80K as of Dec. 2007.  Companies need to 
be contacted and the development of a committee of a person from each 2- to 5-year block 
from 1970-2005 are to be recommended by Keyes and Jacquez as soon as possible.  Jerry 
Paz will also help with the list of companies to be contacted and will serve on this Dr. Ken 
White Professorship committee. 
 
The John W. Clark Professorship was briefing discussed by Sullivan – the fund has $269K as 
of Dec. 2007.  The Jesse V. Lunsford endowed scholarships were discussed by Sullivan – 
the fund has $152K through Dec. 2007 and it has student awards per year of $6000.  All 
endowed funds could use their committees working to increase the corpus each and every 
year by some mechanism to be used by the Academy and the College. 
 
Another fund that was discussed was the Gene Braitwaite endowment, which has about 
$4000 in it and a Book can be given to a student using $130 each year.  Jacquez will seek a 
student for the Braitwaite award for the CE Dept banquet in May 2008 and Evetts will discuss 
the fund with folks in his home town.  The Mike Watts endowment was discussed and 
Sullivan will check it out further.  Keyes is also to send the information to Sullivan about the 
Keyes Scholarship/Grant ($750) to be announced at the May 2

nd
 banquet. 

 
3. Department Head Search - Webster  

 
Lisa indicated that about 7-8 people had applied.  Apparently a broader list was used, instead 
of just the one time announcement in ASCE News.  The CE Dept Heads list was used by the 
CE Dept committee, but the announcement indicated that 15 March 2008 was the date that 
screening of the candidates would start.  It was recommended that the ASCE Education 
Activities Committees should be provided an updated announcement and the next ASCE 
News could be used to show that the deadline has been extended. 
 
Jacquez also mentioned that two other positions were to be filled in the department real soon.  
One will be provided a Foreman department professorship position.  Both Ed and Chub 
Foreman (ACAGE Honorary Members) will be provided the NMSU Doctor of Letters at the 
May commencement. 

 
4. Board terms per voting by Active Members - Keyes, et al. 

 
The Board term of office were adjusted to stager so that 2-3 Board members would rotate off 
during each year, if they aren’t elected for another term. It was noted that the term of Loretta 
Reyes should start in 2008 instead of 2009.   



 
5. Election of Officers – President-elect and Secretary, assuming that Burkstaller will 

be the Past President. 
 

Since Burkstaller was elected as the Past President by the Active Members recently, his 
current term will end in October 2009 and he will be on the Nominating & Awards Committee 
until another immediate Past President exists.  After some discussion, Keyes moved that 
Jerry Paz be ACAGE President through October 2009, Bob Evetts become the President-
elect, and Lisa Webster will be Secretary; all effective immediately. 

 
6. Membership Committee report on ACAGE Initiation nominees – Keyes 

 
The potential initiates for October 31, 2008 are:  Johnson and Tillery (leftover of 2007) as 
Members; Dan Aguirre, Gilbert Tellez, and Jess Ward (all 2007) and Frank Guzman as 
Members transferring from Associate Member; Dennis Porter (2007 leftover) and Ray 
Montoya to be new Associate Members.  Some discussion occurred about some other 
potential candidates and it was decided to extend the Board selection process this year to 30 
May 2008.  This way the ACAGE membership can provide nomination forms to Lisa  
Webster (Secretary), effective immediately, and they will be processed by the Membership 
Committee (Chair Keyes) and the final approved list of the 2008 Initiates will be balloted by 
the ACAGE membership via the NMSU web site before 1 July 2008. 

 
7. Treasurer’s Report – Jacquez 

 
The ACAGE account is $500 in the hole, but an additional $1000 is to be deposited at this 
time by Lydia.  The revenue this year has been about $6000 and the expenses has been 
$6600.  It was decided that additional requests for general operating funds could be needed 
at a later date. 

 
8. Schedule of selection of Initiates by 1 June 2008 - Paz and Keyes 

 
The Bylaws indicates the voting to be completed by this date, but the schedule above was 
agreed to earlier.  Keyes and Madrid will help the Secretary and Treasurer by getting the 
materials ready for the http://acage.nmsu.edu web site for the voting to start about 2 June 
2008. 

 
9. ACAGE Annual meeting, Initiation, and banquet - Lydia and Jacquez 

 
The cost of the 2008 banquet will need to be $45 for each of the members and quests in 
attendance. The normal request for donations covering the ACAGE scholarship recipients will 
occur. 

 
10. Selection of Committee and Task Groups members - Paz, et al 

 
The Membership Committee (Chair Keyes) and the Nominating & Awards Committee (Chair 
Burkstaller) both have an Associate Member and the recommended Board members 
assigned.  The Student Affairs Task Group has Hightower elected to it.  The Financial Affairs 
Task Group has Dan Knorr elected to it.  Jerry Paz asked Loretta Reyes if she would serve 
on the Faculty Affairs Task Group as this time and she indicated yes.  Paz and others will 
begin to suggest other Members and Associate Members to be assigned to these groups for 
the future.
